DIRECTIONS 

Camp Akita is located approximately 1hr &15 min SE 
of Columbus near Logan.  Take US-33 East towards 
Lancaster. Travel approximately 18 miles.  Merge onto 
the Lancaster Bypass (left-hand lane). Travel 16.5 
miles on the Bypass.  Turn left at the Sugar Grove traf-
fic light (South Main St.).Travel .2 miles. Turn right

Turn 
right at the white church onto Hurst-Hill Road, which 
becomes Logan-Hornsmill Rd.  Follow Logan-
Hornsmill Road for 2.7 miles to the main entrance, 
which will be on the left. 
Camp Akita advises not use GPS, Mapquest, Google-
Maps or similar because it often gives wrong direc-
tions.
